Mr. Mills has over thirty years of management expertise involving foreign language utilization at the international, national and field levels.  He has been assigned as the Chief of Intelligence:  Terrorism and Open Source Intelligence Analysis for the Afghanistan Ministry of Interior, Directorate of Police Intelligence since January 2011 involving Dari and Pashtu languages.  Previously he served with Civilian Police International from June 2007 to October 2009 as an International Advisor, Counter Narcotics Advisory Teams (CNATs) in Kandahar and Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan, to eliminate poppy growth and educate the populace on alternatives to illicit drug cultivation and production.  Working in an extremely high threat environment, he directly managed Afghan counter narcotics teams that together fearlessly went out into the communities daily to conduct field visits specifically focused on Public Information, Alternative Development, and Gender Affairs.  He directed both personal and facility security operations in support of his vital counter narcotics advisory mission and was threatened daily but never suffered a major incident due to carefully laid security plans and procedures.  In May 2010, he was assigned as the Civilian Police International Closeout Manager and Security Manager to close out all of the far-flung counter narcotics sites in Afghanistan due to end of contract.  In twenty days, he personally closed out eight sites, turned over several million dollars worth of equipment and facilities to the State Department, and removed all advisory, logistics, and security personnel from the sites, a task that usually requires at least 90 days to complete.  Currently, Mr. Mills is the owner of a private consulting firm in Puerto Montt, Chile since 2004 that provides a wide range of services including English-language training for Spanish speaking individuals, security planning and support.  Prior to this, Mr. Mills served in the Defense Intelligence Agency (DIA) as a Supervisory Intelligence Officer and Senior Subject Matter Expert for Latin America from 1986 to 2004, primarily focused on Latin counter-insurgency, narco-terrorism, counter-narcotics support to drug law enforcement agencies but also involved in counter-terrorism, current intelligence and liasion duties with two national-level counter-narcotics organizations.  He served as the DIA Representative to the Director of Central Intelligence/Crime & Narcotics Center (DCI/CNC) in the Community Coordination Group with the other agencies involved in the National Counter-Drug Program.  He personally managed the Committee on Narcotics Intelligence Issues (CNII) which sought to resolve the multitude of issues between all of the participating drug law enforcement and intelligence organizations at national and field levels.
