The above information supplements the experience as well as the skills I had obtained so far. The recent activities which were under my job description during the previous employment with Ministry of Agriculture and Food Security included health and nutrition education.

I was then responsible for some rural clinics and government hospital MCH sections on nutrition education, department of Agriculture-nutrition subsection, and ENA (Essential Nutrition Actions) projects. This was an initiative by ECSA (Eastern Central and Southern Africa) as well as USAID.

The main activities were focusing on training of facilitators (trainer of trainers) who in turn had to conduct national training for stakeholders in the health fraternity on behavioral changes of expectants and breastfeeding mothers. These included the following: 

· Malnutrition on reproductive women

· Counseling-HIV/AIDS positive pregnant women, breastfeeding mothers with sick children

· Exclusive breastfeeding versus exclusive formula feeding 

· Problems caused by mixed feedings
· Feeding of  under five’s

· Income generation for the above-mentioned groups of people
I also did health talks for prisoners, community support group members (nutrition, proper cooking for HIV/AIDS patients, providing recipes as well as home-based care guidelines), diversified home gardens (demonstrations on vegetable production), income generating activities for communities, expectants and breastfeeding mothers.
The other activities related to HIV/AIDS included KYS “know your HIV status” campaigns.  These activities included the actual counseling and then testing of those who are ready to know their status.
